Procedures for Entry—Updated, February 22, 2002





(sponsored by the Carnegie-Stout Public Library Foundation Board)





1.      “Rules” for submissions?  Creativity in all forms doesn’t lend itself easily to specific rules.  A poem, for example, may be 4 lines, 10, 20…. and assume many forms.  A story may be one or two pages or many more.  Art may be in many forms and sizes.   Group presentations may take any form.  Your inner self is your guideline.  Final Entry Form is also on the Web Site.


2.     Deadlines (see Minutes of Feb. 16h) We do have solid commitments from each school.  After your own school judging, each school will be able to submit 10 (ten) entries to the final judging.  We did ask if each school  who did NOT use its 10 (ten) limit to let us know.  We then put the pool of leftovers for schools wanting more than 10.  We drew for the extra slots and notified the interested schools. Some very small-enrollment schools (50 students, for example)did  not use up 10 entries. We know this allocation was not completely fair, but we think it was acceptable.


3.     Final deadline for actual submissions:  April 4, 2002.  At that time, representatives from your school will have seen: that judging from your own  school is complete(by March 22) and they will send or bring DUPLICATES of your 10 final entries to the C-S Library.  Videos should be submitted for any group  presentations (band, chorus, choral reading. . . ), digital photos of art work (in  any form) with a description appended (size, medium, etc.), photo copies of  poems, stories, essays, any written work.  All entries should be accompanied  by an entry form (to be posted).  All originals should be held in  the individual      school until May 18th when all ORIGINAL entries should be taken to designated sites (to be announced).


    ( If you school does NOT have a digital camera, you may bring the entry to Jean Gullikson at the C-S Library and she will help you make a photo.)


 4  JUDGING  at your own school (completed by March 22) You may wish to convene an impartial group of  3 to 5 judges.  That choice is up to each school.  Give yourself enough time to have pieces ready for judging so that the chosen 10 have time to put their entry in presentable form: Matted or framed, if you wish—even for poems or very short stories or other written work and certainly for 2-dimensional art, bound form for longer writings. Final judging by a judging committee coordinated by Connie Twining of the Rocco Buda Gallery and Pam Peckosh from Nativity soon after April 4th (with enough time for publication materials) and for deciding WINNERS from each category, keeping in mind age of student entering.


5.  Display and selling: Entries should be ready to be displayed (and even sold) at various arts locations on Saturday of Dubuque Fest (May 18th).  All pieces must be brought to the site by 8 am on the 18th.  Again, sites to be designated.   If students wish to sell their entries, the price should be clearly posted on the entry and on the entry form.  Students do not need to be present to sell their art form.  Some responsible volunteer will be sure to locate the student for payment.


6.  What final entry is located where at Dubuque Fest?  The C-S Library Foundation Board and the Board of Judging will have a list posted on the Web Site and at all schools for  which entries are chosen and where they will be located at Dubuque Fest.  


7. Video data base:  Gary Olsen has wonderful (and ambitious) plans for the preservation of this project.  A video data base is one, from which a booklet of final entries on display could be made and sold (for cost).  A kind of Who’s Who Among Centennial “Appraisal” Artists.


8. Publicity:  many forms, still to be decided, but we hope to publish names of final entries and the prizes for 1st, 2nd and 3rd places from each category. At this time Western Dubuque School District has decided that only FIRST names will be published.  Details to be worked out with them and all other Districts participating.    All students will be recognized in some form:   The C-S Library Foundation Board hopes to have a certificate of entry for every student who enters the contest.  So keep a list of ALL who enter.  Keep this list AT YOUR SCHOOL for now.


10. All group entries will have just one form.  Teacher(s) names on form.  Students’ names (whatever you decide—first or complete name)  appended (on back or stapled to).  Group projects may be performances or “books” from a class bound together in some form or a corporate art project.


11. Each school will be responsible for delivering the final ten entries to the specified site.  Exact places and time of day (Saturday, May 18th) will be finalized later.


12. Each school’s entries will be at one or two near-by sites.  More than one school may be there, but we will not break up school’s entries among more than two.


13. Any displayed work that is not for sale should be as clearly labeled as those for sale.


14. If the weather is bad, all entries will be displayed at the Carnegie-Stout Public Library.  Exact locations for each school will be determined and posted there.  


15. All performances will be at the Carnegie-Stout Library.  Exact times and locations will be announced well before Mary 18th.
