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Section 2:  TRANSPORTATION

School Bus Travel into Private Subdivisions

Public roads are roads that are maintained by federal, state, or local government entities.  All other roads are considered to be private roads.  School bus service is normally provided only on public roads and is normally not provided into private subdivisions, whose roads are not maintained by a government entity.
The Manager of Transportation may waive any of the above restrictions if such waiver improves student-transportation safety and efficiency or transportation services are required by the Individualized Education Program (IEP) of a special-needs student.


Requests for exceptions to this policy will be heard by the Board of Education Support Services Committee.
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
